兰花奖评选章程
第一章 总则

为弘扬和平、发展、公平、正义、民主、自由的全人类共同价值，夯实推动构建人类命运共同体的人文基础，促进中外文化交流、文明互鉴，中国外文局发起设立兰花奖。

兰花奖涵盖“大文化”领域，表彰奖励全球范围内对中外文化交流、文明互鉴作出突出贡献的外籍人士或机构。
兰花奖评选表彰工作突出民间性、国际性、时代性，坚持专业、权威、公正、公开的原则。
自2022年起，兰花奖每年评选一次。
第二章 奖项设置

兰花奖以成就贡献和国际影响力为主要评选标准，分设终身荣誉奖、杰出成就奖、友好使者奖三个奖项。
兰花奖年度获奖名额为8-10人（个）。

第三章 评奖机构

中国外文局为兰花奖发起机构，主要负责组织评选表彰工作，包括研究制定评选章程和评选办法、遴选组建兰花奖评选工作专家委员会(以下简称评委会)、对外发布评选公告等。

评委会为奖项评选工作的执行机构，委员从中外籍专业人士组成的专家库中遴选产生。

兰花奖评选工作秘书处（以下简称秘书处）为奖项评选表彰的办事机构，承担奖项评选表彰工作的具体组织实施和日常事务。秘书处设在中国外文局下属中国对外书刊出版发行中心。

第四章 参评方式

外籍人士或机构可通过推荐、自荐方式参加兰花奖评选。

兰花奖参评材料由秘书处受理。

第五章 评奖流程

兰花奖评选分为初评、复评、终评、公示四个阶段，实行差额评选。

兰花奖获奖名单经中国外文局审核、批准后，进行公示。

第六章 奖励

兰花奖获奖名单在颁奖典礼上正式公布。中国外文局为兰花奖获奖者颁发证书、奖章和奖金。

兰花奖颁奖典礼由中国外文局举办，中国对外书刊出版发行中心承办。

第七章 附则

兰花奖评选工作实行回避制度，如评委本人或其近亲属参评，该评委不参加该届的评奖工作。

兰花奖获奖者如出现不适合继续享有荣誉的情况，可由中国外文局公开宣布撤销。

中国外文局享有兰花奖奖项名称、标识等相关权益。

本章程解释权归中国外文局。

Orchid Awards Rules
Chapter I. General Principles

Article 1 The Orchid Awards (hereinafter referred to as “the Awards”), established by China International Communications Group (CICG), seeks to consolidate the cultural foundation for building a global community of shared future, promote the common values of humanity, and facilitate cultural exchanges between China and the rest of the world and mutual learning between Chinese and other civilizations.

Article 2 The Awards shall target cultural sectors in a broad sense and commend and reward non-Chinese nationals or organizations worldwide that have demonstrated devotion and made significant contributions to cultural exchanges between China and the rest of the world and mutual learning between Chinese and other civilizations.

Article 3 The Awards shall select winners with international influence and valuable contributions from the general public in a professional, authoritative, fair and open manner.

Article 4 Award winners shall be selected annually starting from 2022.

Chapter II. Categories & Quotas

Article 5 The Awards shall be bestowed in three categories, namely Lifetime Honorary Prize, Outstanding Achievement Prize and Friendship Envoy Prize, and based on achievements, contributions and international influence.

Article 6 The Awards shall be presented to eight to ten individuals or organizations per year.

Chapter III. Organizers & Expert Committee

Article 7 CICG, the awarding organization, shall be responsible for organizing the selection and commendation including formulating selection rules and measures, establishing an expert committee for selection (hereinafter “Expert Committee”), and releasing selection announcements.

Article 8 The Expert Committee shall be responsible for selection, and its members shall be selected from an expert pool of both Chinese and foreign professionals.

Article 9 The Orchid Awards Selection Secretariat (hereinafter “the Secretariat”) shall be responsible for administrative work involved in selection and commendation. The Secretariat is hosted by China International Books and Periodicals Publishing and Distribution Center (China Center for International Communication Development, or CCICD) under CICG.

Chapter IV. Entry & Application

Article 10 Non-Chinese nationals and organizations can participate through nomination by an organization or self-nomination.

Article 11 Application documents shall be sent to the Secretariat.

Chapter V. Procedures

Article 12 Winners shall be selected by shortlisting through four steps, namely preliminary selection, secondary selection, final selection and disclosure for public scrutiny.

Article 13 The list of winners shall be reviewed, approved and disclosed for public scrutiny by CICG.

Chapter VI. Rewards
Article 14 The list of winners shall be officially announced at an awards ceremony. Certificates, medals and cash awards shall be presented to the winners by CICG.

Article 15 The awards ceremony shall be hosted by CICG and organized by CCICD.

Chapter VII. Supplementary Provisions

Article 16 Should an Expert Committee member or his/her close relative apply for the Awards, that member shall be recused from that year’s selection to avoid potential bias.

Article 17 If a winner ceases to be qualified to enjoy the honor, the award can be revoked by CICG through public announcement.

Article 18 CICG retains rights and interests related to the name and logo of the Awards.

Article 19 CICG reserves the right to final interpretation of the rules.
