Part Three Introduction of CICBE

3.1 Background of CICBE

As the second export product, the global annual consumption of coffee is 100 million bags, of which the annual consumption of America is 27 million bags, accounting for 27% of the global consumption. In contrast, China’s consumption in year of 1998 was 200,000 bags. By 2005, China’s annual consumption of coffee had reached 500,000 bags, 30 million kilogram in weight, with an annual growth rate of 20%.

Most of coffee in China grows in Yunnan Province, Hainan Province, etc. With large amount of coffee growing, the product volume is only six thousand bags, and the annul volume is 12,800,000 dollars. Whereas China imports 300, 000 bags of coffee, valuing 62,100,000 dollars. 

According to the investigation of International Coffee Organization, Japan’s annual consumption of coffee was 250 thousand bags, while now it has reached 7 million bags. According to investigation, China’s market has also shown the sign of such trend; it is believed that in near future, China will become an important coffee consumption market in the world.

3.1.2 The Output and the Consumption Volume of Alcohol Beverage

China is among the most demanding countries for alcohol beverage. 

Alcohol beverage includes: distilled spirit, wine, glutinous rice wine, beer, and foreign wine (wine introduced to China from foreign countries). The bar service industry mainly supplies wine, beer and foreign wine. According to the statistics of department concerned, the number of alcohol manufacturers (not including distilled spirit) in China has reached 1,900, including 500 beer makers and 700 yellow wine enterprises. In 2005, China’s annual yielding of alcohol beverage amounted to 34.63 million tons, including 29,150,500 tons of beer, 3,117,000 tons of distilled spirit, 1.8 million tons of yellow wine. In 2005, the global yielding of wine was 29.50 million tons, in which 430,000 tons was produced in China, accounting for 1.4% of the global yielding. The conclusion is that there is huge commercial opportunity and development potential in China’s bar industry and related industries.

At present, with toping yielding, China’s beer output is expected to exceed 30 million tons, the growth rate of beer and wine is also one of the fasted in the world. Annually, China’s total sale of alcohol food reaches 3.463 million tons. China’s coffee and bar market will greet huge development opportunity.

3.1.3 Status Quo of the Service Industry in Coffee and Bar Industry

With the further reform, coffee and bar industry develops quickly in China. At present, all the Foreign-oriented hotels have their cafés. Café streets appear in most of the big and medium cities, superior office buildings, and shopping malls. 

At present, the annual consumption of the bar industry reaches 23.15 billion Yuan RMB, 4.63% of the total consumption of the food and beverage industry of 500 billion Yuan RMB. Developing at this speed, the total consumption of the coffee and bar industry will reach 50 billions in five years. It is safe to say that the coffee and bar industry has a great developing potential. 

3.1.4 Great Potential of the China’s Coffee and Bar Market

With the fast globalization of China, coffee, as an important fashion beverage has shown an increase. As a culture phenomenon, bar industry is closely related to the Chinese economy, society and culture. The big market attracts famous brand of coffee and bar into China. The entering into China’s market of the foreign brands introduced advanced equipment and management philosophy. The various taste of coffee presents the quality and the romance of the life. As a pageant of the coffee and bar, 2007 CICBE will introduce the art of coffee and bar, the philosophy of the coffee and analyze the business information of the coffee and bar.

Part Eight Rules and Regulations


8.1 Exhibits 

The following materials are prohibited:

Guns, ammunition, weapons, swords, dynamite, combustible and explosive materials, toxicants, drugs, animals, radioactive material, and any other dangerous materials, goods forbidden to be imported, goods involving patent infringement, and the materials forbidden by relevant governmental departments. 

8.2 Configuration and Installation of Electric Power

The installation, wiring, and removal of all electric power equipments shall be accomplished by the appointed contractor. 

Before being electrified, all of the electric equipments and devices must be tested and approved by the appointed engineers who have professional certificates. Electricity supply must be ordered to the contractor appointed by the hosting unit. 

The exhibitors who order raw space shall submit electrical order form and installation location plan to the hosting units, and have on-site inspection before electricity being supplied. If exhibitors or their own contractors want to bring and use their own special lamps, bulbs and lighting equipments, they must be approved by the hosting unit at least four weeks prior to the opening of the exhibition. The applicators should submit the following materials: 

a) Specification, wattage and quantity of lighting equipments

b) The quantity of the ready-installed equipments

c) Wiring Diagram of electric power

d) The company name of the appoint contractor

e) The names and ID numbers / passport numbers of the installation personnel of electric power equipments

f) Electrical Order Form in the Exhibitor Manual
One socket shall only be used for one equipment or machine. Multi-Sockets are forbidden to avoid short circuit. To deal with a serious short circuit will take several hours. This shall be inconvenient for the other exhibitors.

During dismantling, temporary power supply is available if the exhibitors present applications to the hosting unit 24 hours before. 

Any power equipment that is regarded as dangerous or inconvenient for other exhibitors and visitors by the hosting unit, the hosting unit reserves the right to cut off the electricity. 

Please show the installation location of the ordered additional power equipments in the form of “Electric Equipments and Fittings”, so that the electric installation engineer and the relevant personnel of the exhibition center arrange the concerned matters well before you arrive at the exhibition center. 

8.3 Paint and Dope

Painting and doping the exhibits and materials are prohibited in the exhibition center. During building-up, only mending and Repairing for materials are allowed to carry out. In addition, the following prevention and protection measures are necessary: 

1. Using non-toxic paint and water soluble paint

2. Painting and doping shall be carried out at airy areas without affecting the other booth and public aisle.

3. The containers of paint solvent shall be kept properly, and shall not be put into exhibition hall or stored in the exhibition center. 

4. The floor and wall of construction area shall be effectively covered and protected with plastic film, dry paper, etc..

5. Washing paint containers, paintbrushes, and any other tools is prohibited. 

Participating unit shall be responsible for any damage and economic loss caused by painting or doping. 

8.4 Volume

Noise must be kept below 70dB. Exhibitors shall ensure the noise will not cause annoyance to visitors or other exhibitors. Exhibitors shall declare high level of noise or other objectionable demonstration to the hosting unit beforehand. If there is any matter happens during the demonstration, the hosting unit reserves the right to terminate the demonstration.

8.5 The Moving-in of Exhibits

Notes: 

1. Considering safety and the effective control and coordination of the activities on the scene, no transportation agents, but Air Sea Transport Co. Ltd., the appointed transportation agent, can construct or carry out hoisting apparatus. Exhibitors shall obey the regulation above strictly.
2. Exhibitors are only allowed to transport, load and unload the freight in the loading area. The security guards in the exhibition center and coordinators will supervise and guide trucks to ensure the smooth and safe transportation process.

3. Attention: Only the appointed transportation agent is authorized to move exhibits. Exhibitors who fail to notify the appointed transportation agent in advance shall pay for all transportation expenses of the exhibits. 
4. The mechanical support in the loading area is transacted by Air Sea Transport Co. Ltd., the appointed transportation agent. 
5. To prevent the jam-up in the exhibition hall, only the containers of portable materials which do not damage the facilities and floor of the exhibition hall shall be unpacked in the exhibition center. The containers of the most exhibits shall be opened outside the exhibition center. The concrete issues shall be arranged by on-spot personnel.

6. Exhibitors shall enter the exhibition center on schedule and receive their exhibits at the booths.

7. The hosting unit neither accepts any consignation, nor is responsible for the mistakes during the shipping.

8. Valuables most likely get lost during the building-up period. When all the portable articles are withdrawn or packed, and before the rented equipments are returned to the suppliers, exhibitors shall ensure that your booths are taken care of by someone. 

8.6 The Sublease and Transfer of the Booths

Exhibitors are not allowed to sell, transfer, or sublease their all or partial exhibition area, the rented offices, meeting venues and storages, etc.. Appointed exclusive agents shall inform the exhibition center of the names and products they represent and promote. Under the condition of getting the consent of the sponsor before the exhibition, can the exhibitors become the exclusive agents of other companies to display the represented products.

The regulation also covers the supplementary materials and products non-exhibits. Unless having the written approval of the hosting unit, the exhibitor shall not display or publicize any products which are not owned or represented by them directly or indirectly. The hosting unit reserves the right to cover the exhibition areas or expel the exhibitors who are against the regulation.

8.7 Deployment and Management of Booth Personnel

During the exhibition period, all booths shall have enough personnel and run well. Exhibitors are not allowed to disturb visitors or other exhibitor either intentionally or unintentionally.

The activities and the personnel of exhibitors are confined to their own booths or exhibition areas. Before the end of the exhibition (at 14:30 on August 27th, 2007), all exhibits shall be on display, and the hosting unit reserves the right to impede any moving-out actions. Exhibitors shall not conduct advertising activities in other part in the exhibition hall, such as leafleting pamphlets, samples and journals. Exhibitors have the right to look for local agents, but cannot recruit personnel in the exhibition center. 

8.8 Ground Bearing Capacity

Ground ultimate bearing capacity: 5 tons / square meter

The ground ultimate bearing capacity of exhibits with moving elements is reduced to half of it. While arranging exhibits and manipulating equipments, the exhibitors shall take the ground ultimate bearing capacity into consideration. Exhibitors shall take the responsibility of any damage to the exhibition floor and other facilities caused by neglecting the ground bearing capacity. It is prohibited from setting up booths and stacking heavy articles on the two main cable pits. The exhibitors shall take the above-mentioned ground bearing capacity into consideration while transporting, arranging and demonstrating exhibits. Exhibitors shall consult with the hosting unit and the appointed transportation agent about the issues of the entrance, display and transfer of overweight exhibits before moving them into the exhibition center.
8.9 Storage

It is prohibited to store the cartons, crates, wrappers, and containers for storing and delivering exhibits in the exhibition center. Exhibitors shall appoint the transportation agent to store these articles in advance.

The hosting unit reserves the right to displace and dispose the articles remaining in the exhibition center. The relevant exhibitors are responsible for the expenses of storing and disposing of the articles.

8.10 Cleaning

1. Booth Cleaning

The hosting unit arranges the cleaning service of every exhibition hall before and after the exhibition period. Each exhibitor is responsible for the cleaning of his own booth. Exhibitors shall fill out the form of “Extra Cleaning for Booth” for reservation of the clearing of booths is needed.

2. Refuse Cleaning

It is prohibited from obstructing the aisles with materials for packing, booth building-up and fragments while the exhibitors building up booths or moving out from the exhibition center. Building-up companies responsible for constructing the booths on the raw space or for the inside decoration shall daily clean up the castoff caused by booth building-up. Paint and sawmilling are carried out outside the exhibition center.

3. Construction on Appointed Sites

When the exhibition is over, booth construction companies shall clean up all on-site materials according to “Arrangements for Exhibition Time”. The hosting unit reserves the right to charge fees to exhibitors for cleaning up extra waste (exhibition decoration debris, crates, cartons, pallets, wrappers and text materials).

8.11 Security and Fire Control

8.11.1 Security Guard

The hosting unit will employ a security company to be in charge of security and safeguard during the exhibition period, but will not be responsible for anyone’s loss or any property’s damage caused by any accident. Exhibitors shall have your exhibits insured and the insurance shall be valid during the entire exhibition process.

8.11.2 Firing Protection

(1) Smoking is prohibited in the exhibition center.

(2) All of the exhibitors and their contractors, personnel, agents shall abide by Fire Control Law of the People's Republic of China and regulations on fire control of Beijing National Agricultural Exhibition Center.
Any person who knows an outbreak of fire, however slight, must immediately use the fire alarm system, and subsequently endeavors to extinguish the fire (or confine it) by the use of extinguishers and/or removal of the goods nearby.

Wrapping materials and pamphlets shall not be stored in booth baffles or other special service areas. The fire engine access inside and around the exhibition center shall be clear.

The following situations shall be officially approved by Beijing Fire Control Bureau.

a) Demonstration or manipulation of heaters, barbecue ovens, heat-generating or naked fire appliances, candles, lanterns, torches, welding equipments or other fume-generating materials.

b) Demonstration or manipulation of electrical, mechanical, and chemical appliance which might be considered dangerous. Exhibitors shall report to the relevant departments with any questions. 

c) Poisonous or dangerous materials include flammable liquids, compressed gases, and dangerous chemicals. It is prohibited to obstruct or block the fire protection system, air conditioning system, machine vents, fire protection equipments, fire hose cupboards, fire alarm handles, indoor illumination clamp devices and monitoring system.

8.12 Introduction and Demonstration on Exhibits/Products

The exhibitors who need to demonstrate their equipments, exhibits or products in the booths shall follow:

1. To present the all detailed materials relating to the demonstrated exhibits to the hosting unit in written form and is approved before the opening of the exhibition. 

2. To ensure all the equipments are equipped with security appliances. These appliances are removed only after the power supply of the equipments has been cut off.

3. To ensure that all the equipments are operated by professionals and do not work without the above-mentioned personnel’s surveillance. 

4. To install and protect all the equipments safely and to fix them on safe position to avoid slippery, and to ensure the exhibits in the exhibition center shall not result in any dangers or damage to visitors or personnel.

5. To install starters independently to prevent viewers or other unauthorized personnel from operation.

6. To mark products and demonstration on the roofing or ceiling on the relevant ichnography of the booths, and to submit them to the hosting unit and the fire control bureau for approval. These products cannot be displayed without the approval from the fire control bureau. Exhibitors shall submit the approval certificates of fire control bureau to the hosting unit and Beijing National Agricultural Exhibition Center two weeks before the opening of exhibition. 

7. To ensure the application and demonstration of the electronic, telecommunication, and satellite transmission equipments get the approval from the relevant local governmental departments and abide by the relevant regulations and requirements.

8. To ensure every exhibit is the represented or distributed product of the exhibitor. The hosting unit reserves the right of arbitrating among exhibits.

9. To bring in the exhibits, posters, documents and materials relating to the theme of the exhibition and consult with the hosting unit beforehand. The hosting unit reserves the right to eliminate the exhibits, documents and relevant materials that contradict with this regulation.

8.13 Dangerous Materials

Dangerous materials that are not officially approved by the organizing unit, the exhibition centre, or relevant government departments:

1. It is prohibited from using open fire or gaseous discharge lamp.

2. It is prohibited from using dangerous materials that is highly explosive, flammable and corrosive.

  (1) Compressed gases: Any compressed gas is forbidden in the exhibition hall in accordance with the Safety Regulations for Exhibition Centre by Beijing Municipal Public Security Bureau, which must be strictly implemented. 

  (2) Industrial gasses: Any explosive and corrosive gas is forbidden to use in the exhibition hall.

  (3) Radioactive materials: Radioactive materials are forbidden during the whole process.

  (4) Glare-lights: Effulgence lighting equipment without outside-cover is forbidden during the whole process.

  (5) Corrosive materials: Corrosive materials and garbage are prohibited during the whole process.

  (6) Pressure vessels: Exhibitors shall ensure the load, transport and storage of vessels containing helium, compressed air, argon, carbon dioxide and other compressed gases. Those who do not have any security appliances will be informed by the organizing unit to safely withdraw their pressure vessels from the exhibition hall immediately. Any compression device to be entered the exhibition hall must meet the relevant safety standard.

8.14 Rules of Application for Extra Hours

8.14.1 The exhibitors, principally, shall strictly comply with the above described agenda.

8.14.2 For the need of those items to be displayed in advance (such as the building-up companies of raw space), shall contact the pointed transportation agency to settle the arrangement. Exhibitors must sign for those items on the spot.

8.14.3 Enter the exhibition hall in advance: The personnel wearing pass cards with “Exhibitor” on shall enter the exhibition hall at 8:30. Extra fee is required for the entrance before 8:00.

8.14.4 In case of the need for extra hours, please apply in the on-spot office of the organizing unit at 3pm. exhibiter. Extra fee is required.

8.15 Responsibility and Insurance

All the exhibitors must pay their own insurance, covering the period from the moment they depart from their country to the minute they return (including exhibition time). We strongly suggest the exhibitors wrap up the portable items and valuables and keep them with a good care in the end of the exhibition of the day, when losses and thefts happen highly frequently. No items can be shelved randomly at any time. The organizing unit is not to be held responsible for the security of the exhibition items, or the belongings taken into the exhibition hall by exhibitors, agencies of the exhibitors, visitors or anyone else.

Exhibitors shall ensure that all the projects are insurance-covered, and shall shoulder the public responsibilities and protection work at the same time. The responsible term of the exhibitors might be considered to be from the moment when the exhibitors, or their agencies, or their contractors enter the exhibition center to the moment when all the exhibition items and the valuables are withdrawn from the exhibition center. The exhibitors shall ensure that they compensate for any losses or other relevant expenses caused by themselves, their contractors, or the visitors.

Exhibitors must ensure that their temporary employees and agencies are insurance-covered.

Exhibitors shall provide the organizing unit with the relevant documents of insurance described above.

8.16 Others

8.16.1 Lost and Found

For anything lost in the exposition, you may inquire to the security section for the detailed information. All the lost and found items will be kept for 30 days. After that, it shall be handled by the exposition center and others shall be incapable of asking back for the items. The exhibition center is not responsible for the items that are not found in 30 days. 

8.16.2 Pavilions/ National Pavilions

The organizing units of exhibition groups and national pavilions shall be responsible for informing the exhibiters of the rules and regulations in the exhibitor’s manual and supervising them to abide by the rules and regulation.

8.16.3 Booth Distribution

In favor of the exposition and the exhibiters, the organizing unit is capable of the relocation of the booth and the layout.

8.16.4 Failing to Exhibit 

The exhibitor, who has signed the contract and fails to exhibit without the exemption from the organizing unit, shall pay for all the expense indicated in the contract and the extra expense caused by their absence. 

8.16.5 Damage

The exhibitor is responsible for the damage caused by itself, its agent and its contractor. For exhibitor that applies for the booth decoration, the exhibitor is also responsible for the damage of decoration material, such as floor covering, light fitting and rented equipment, caused by itself, its agent, its contractor or by any person or persons employed or engaged on behalf of any such agent or contractor.

8.16.6 Force Majeure

The exhibition maybe postponed, shortened, extended or cancelled due to any cause whatsoever beyond the control of the organizer, such as fire, flood, earthquake, storm, other natural disasters, government act, and legal adjudge that is caused by labour issue, etc.

8.16.7 Decision-making Power of the Organizing Unit

   For any of the disputes and arguments happens during the EXPO, exhibitor shall adopt the organizing unit’s decision. In favor of all the exhibitors and the relevant attendees, the organizing unit shall have the right to revise its previous decisions to adapt to the unpredictable situation.

8.16.8 Unpredictable Situation

If anything happens exceeds the regulation and the unpredictable situation indicated in the contract, the final decision shall be with the organizing unit.

Part Nine Booth Setting Up

9.1 The Appointed Contractor by the Organizing Committee of CICBE 

The Appointed Setting-up Contractor:

Beijing ESMART Group Co., Ltd.

Beijing XINGHUALU Exhibition Limited.

Beijing DAYU Exhibition Co., Ltd.

Beijing GUANGJIAOSHIYE Exhibition Co., Ltd.

Beijing Empyrean Exhibition Co., Ltd.

9.2 Setting-up and Removal Regulations

Exhibition booth, including the facilities, displaying items, advertising board, shall be in place, safe and secure. The exhibitor shall assure that the operation of the setting-up and removal is carried out under the contract and the regulations made by the organizing unit. The exhibitor shall be responsible for the safety and security of the booth structure and is demanded to submit the safety credential to the organizing unit.

9.2.1 Exhibitor shall not damage the construction structure and the facilities of the exhibition center. Otherwise, the exhibitor shall compensate according to the relevant regulation of the exhibition center. 

9.2.2 Without the permission, the setting-up and assembling in the hall and passageway are forbidden. No nailing, drilling, papering, coloring, and ceiling dropping.

9.2.3 The use of one-side and double-side tape that is non-residual is allowed. To attach the carpet or other cover material to the floor, the use of the fabric-backed tape is highly recommended. Attaching of the sticky and stickable pattern and publicity material is forbidden. The exhibitor is responsible for the cleaning of the sticky things including tape, residual marks, etc.

9.2.4 It is not allowed to set up partition, display board, or pile up articles in the passing aisles to the entrance, the exit, fire fighting device, monitoring device, air-conditioning outlet and ventilation places. 

9.2.5 The setting-up and decoration materials must be incombustible and the flammable diffusivity must be more than Grade 2.

9.2.6 At least 0.6 meter clearance between the temporary supports and the hall walls is required.

9.2.7 The builder of the exhibition shall construct strictly to the ichnography and elevation chart that are approved by public security department and shall not randomly change, relocate, or extend the stand without the permission.

9.2.8 Exhibitor and contractor shall remove the stand and all the articles from the exhibition center before the fixed date. Otherwise, the goods shall be treated as industry garbage and the exhibitor shall be fined.

9.2.9 Stand Height

Anything built in the booth shall not surpass the height of 2.5 meters and shall be applied in advance to the organizing unit 4 weeks ahead. Anything built in the monolayer booth shall not surpass the height of 5 meters.

9.2.10 Booth Decoration and Line-Dividing

All the pavilions shall fit the stand, carpet and floor board in the prescribed area indicated in the contract. All the exhibitors shall install the unified white wallboard except for Island Stand (four-side-open stand) and national pavilions. The back side of the stand facing and surpassing the back booth 2.5 meters shall be painted white. Any forms of advertisement which is next to the other booth should keep a distance of more than 2 meters from the neighboring. It is prohibited from utilizing effects like flash or light-changing for advertisement purposes. 

9.2.11 Exhibitor is not allowed to exhibit, hang or distribute displaying items, materials, or items outside the booth and to extend its stand construction, decoration outside the defined area. If such things happened in case, the organizing unit has the right to demand the exhibitor to rectify within a specified time.

9.2.12 The Opening in Front of the Stand 

The booth in the exhibition center should open at least half of its opening facing the aisle. 

9.3 Clearing and Setting-up Requirement

With the approval of the organizing unit and the exhibition center, exhibitor which has preserved booth can choose other contractors, while the contractors should abide by rules and regulations hereinafter: 

9.3.1 The floor in the booth should be covered with carpet or other suitable material.

If the organizing unit considers that the back board and the side board obstruct the neighbouring booth, it is entitled to demand the exhibitor to change, revise, reduce or shorten the size of the boards. In addition, the wallboard facing the other booths or the public area shall also meet the standards made by the organizing unit.

9.3.2 Except for Island stand (four-side-open stand), the entire booth shall be formed by one back board and two side boards. Corner booth (two-side-open stand) shall be formed by one back board and one side board.

Half-island booth (three-side-open stand) shall be formed by one back board only.

9.3.3 Exhibitor is responsible for their wallboard, and is disallowed to use the neighbouring board as their wallboard. 

9.3.4 Exhibitor shall offer two copies of ichnography, elevation view, circuit diagram, with the concrete size and the maximum height of the stand) to the organizing unit, one by mail and the other by e-mail in jpg document. After the approval, signing and returning to the exhibitor, the contractor shall be able to start to construct under the charts. The booth that is higher than 2.5 meters can not obstruct other exhibitor’s display.

9.3.5 The exhibitor of the booth shall notify the attendees with the clear name of the exhibitor and the booth number. If the exhibitor breaks the rules and regulation, the organizing unit is entitled to place the booth at the fixed place and to charge the exhibitor the extra fee.

9.3.6 It is disallowed to display its brand name and logo on the back board and the side board of the neighboring booth.

9.4 Standard Booth and Rebuilding 

9.4.1 Standard booth shall be formed with the standard white frame and boarding. For the appliance and furniture equipped inside the booth, you may refer to the application form.

9.4.2 Without the permission of the approved contractor, it is not allowed to change the standard booth structure including the paint of the wallboard, the wallpaper paste. No nailing and no drilling. If it is needed, the exhibitor may directly contact the contractor for questions in material hanging and item displaying.

9.4.3 Corner booth (two-side-open stand) is allowed to have one or two lintel board（s）for the company, including the name of the company, and the booth number. No extra payment is needed. 

9.4.4 The company logo can be added on the lintel board within the size of 3mm×3mm, while the organizing unit is responsible for the making fee. 

9.4.5 Approved by the organizing unit, the color and size of the lintel board and carpet can be changed under the approved contractor, and the relevant fee is charged to the exhibitor. 

9.4.6 For the untapped place inside the standard booth, no fee shall be abated. 

9.5 The Submission of the Ichnography 

The final draft of ichnographic layout diagram, setting-up diagram and structure chart shall be submitted to the organizing unit, signed by the exhibition center, reported to and approved by the fire station before 10, July, 2007. (The structure chart shall be affirmed and stamped by State Registered Architectural Engineer). Ichnography and booth layout diagram shall comply with the present rules and regulation of fire control, safety and security.

Indicating the specific location of the booth, the three copies of ichnographic layout diagram shall be more than the proportion of 1:500. The three detailed structure charts shall be more than the proportion of 1:50 indicating where the height of the cross point and the construction shall surpass the height of 2.5 meters. If the organizing unit needs to notify the contractor to revise the charts, it shall send one of the charts back to contractor, indicating the places that need to be revised. The contractor shall resubmit the new charts to the organizing units within 10 days after the day it receives the old one.

9.6 The Checkup of the Booth Design Drawing 

For the purpose to strengthen the control of setting-up, and to secure the on-the-spot safety, all the exhibiters and their delegations must comply with the following rules: 

1. The construction of any part of the exhibition (the indoor and outdoor included) must obtain the approval from the organizing unit in advance. 

2. In case the height of the exhibition platform is over 2.5 meters, the design drawing of the outdoor buildings must be checked and approved. The check-and-approve work could be entrusted to the organizing unit. The contractors are required to submit the design drawings enclosed with the relevant registration forms eight weeks before entering the exhibition center. The exhibition platform design drawing includes the ichnography, the structure chart and the effect chart.

3. The exhibition platform design drawings can be checked by the approved professional contractors. 

4. Applications submitted after the checkup period will be required to pay 100% extra fee.
9.7 The Barriers nearby Passageway and Booth

Any exhibition platforms or any part of the booth, including lintel board, marks, lights, wirings, placards at the corner of the flags and other fittings are forbidden to stretch out the prescribed area or be hung up in any passageway or cover any sign of exit or fire-control, nor will any articles be allowed to be attached or hung over a fire sprinkler or a lighting fixture. Each and every entrance and exit should be straightway. The breadth of public passages must be at least 3 meters.

In order to facilitate the security check, there must a distance of 50 centimeters between the backboard of the exhibition platforms and the wall. All passages leading to the entrance and exit must be kept free-flowing all the time.

Exhibiters, agencies, and the staff should not pile up any materials, boxes, litters or equipments on the passageway. The organizing unit is entitled to remove any obstacles that break the rules, and to require the relevant exhibitor to pay the expense for properly resolving the issue concerning the compensation claimed by the organizing unit or other exhibitor for the losses caused by those obstacles.

The sponsor shall disallow obstacles on the passageway, the displays, live shows or other activities that hold the visitors form moving onto the neighboring booth.

Part Ten Guidelines for Transportation and Conveyance

10.1 Approved Transportation Agent

10.2 Transportation Route

Please deliver all the exhibition items to the designated ports and airports.

Note: Please fax us airway bills, ocean bills of lading and lists of exhibition items in time after delivery.

10.3 Timetable 

1.  The latest time for exhibits’ arrival in Beijing: August 21st, 2007.

2.  Move-in of exhibits: August 23rd, 2007.

3.  Move-out of exhibits: August 28th, 2007.
10.4 Required Documents 

The following involves the required customs clearing documents:

Four copies of exhibit lists (See Figure A)  

One copy of packing lists

One copy of the ichnography chart of large exhibits and booths (See Figure C)

One copy of letter of authorization （See Figure D）

10.5 Transportation of Large Exhibits

If there are large exhibits needed to be transported whose sizes exceed 5.0M X 2.3M X 2.5M and whose weights exceed 3 tons, please present the ichnography chart of booths beforehand.

10.6 Packing 

Exhibits should be suited to long-distance transportation, repeated loading and unloading and be waterproof and damp proof. Valuable exhibits are inadvisable to be packed by cartons.

10.7 Customs Clearing

Rules Governing the Supervision and Control of the Importation of Goods for Exhibitions by the Customs of the People's Republic of China:

10.7.1. Before the opening of the Expo:

Exhibitor should go through the clearing customs formalities for all exhibits before the opening of the Expo, and should present the customs specifications to ensure the smoothness of customs clearing.

(1) Exhibitors should fill in lists of attached exhibits as required:

a. The filled-in contents should be authentic and accurate. Confusing words and uncertain amount should be avoided.

b. Fill the list of exhibits to be given out and the list of exhibits to be discarded separately. 

c. Sign your names as required by customs clearing.

(2) Without the permission from the customs house, exhibitors cannot open the packing of exhibits presumptuously. 

10.7.2. During Expo:

(1) Exhibits cannot be moved out.

(2) Valuable exhibits in the exhibition should be taken good care of, and the customs house would still impose taxes on lost ones.

(3) Before giving out small gifts, exhibitors should get the customs house’s consent (For some exhibits, duties need to be paid)

10.7.3. After the Closing of Expo

(1) According to the regulations by the customs house, exhibitors should offer the inventory of exhibits to be returned, sold, given out, and discarded before the Closing of Expo to ensure the smoothness of customs clearing.

(2) Brochures, diagrams, tapes, video cassettes.

Samples of brochures, diagrams, tapes, and video cassettes should be presented 20 days before the Expo opening; and can only be given out after being approved by the customs house.

(3) Publicity Giving-out

In principle, publicity like plastic bags, key rings and other small gifts of low values which get approval from the customs house before Expo opening are tax-free while small gifts with high values can only be given out after paying duties.

(4) Selling exhibits 

Exhibitors should offer lists of exhibits and sales contracts for the customs house’s check and pay for fees of manpower and machines needed by the check.

(5) Portable exhibits 

On arrival in Beijing, exhibitors should fill in the lists of exhibits and declare portable exhibits to the customs house on their initiative or contact Air Sea Transport Co., Ltd which would help clear customs.

10.8 Handover of Exhibits

Air Sea Transport Co. is to convey all exhibits (with shipping packages) to booths before the opening of the Expo and is to handle handing-over formalities with exhibitors on the spot. We require all exhibitors come to the exhibition center for the handling of handing-over formalities on exhibits’ arrival.

10.9 Payment

1. Charges for Inbound Movement: 

All of the exhibitors that entrust Air Sea Transport Inc. to deal with the inbound movement shall pay the charges for customs clearance, transport, and inbound movement to Air Sea Transport Inc. before the exhibition opening.
